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Aventura is a Dominican-American bachata group comprising Anthony Romeo Santos, Lenny Santos (Len Melody), Henry Santos and Max Santos (Max Agende). The group is also called K. O. B., which means the Kings of Bachata. They were the first group to start singing the bachata music in a modern way and are considered the pioneers of the song. Some of their major hits include: "Los Infieles", "El Perdedor", "Un Beso", "Mi Corazoncito", "Cuando Volverás", and "Dile Al Amor” among others. These songs were in their five studio albums which they released in the span of a decade. 
The Latin group is highly sort after and is not only locally recognized, but has also gained international recognition in the past two decades. Aventura is loved by many fans who have contributed to making the group sell out different arenas, one of which is the famous Madison Square Garden. Their awards are numerous, ranging from the Latin Grammy Awards, Billboard Latin Music Awards, Premio Lo Nuestro, and American Music Awards.
The group was created in 1993 by Lenny Santos and his brother Max Santos, who had initially formed La Banda Sueño. However, after they let go of their lead singer for being incompetent, they went in search of a new singer and met Anthony Santos in the process. Anthony was a singer and composer who always sang at their local church with Henry, his cousin. As a result, Andrew introduced Lenny to Henry who also became a member of the group and immediately started working on songs together. The group first started performing in their neighborhood. They would sing in the streets for free, and at local stores. 
After much hardwork and street performances, the group got their first managerial gig in 1995 after Elvin Polanco agreed to Lenny and Anthony’s request of performing at the local parade which he was hosting. After the performance, Elvin realized their talent and seeing that the group had potential, he became their manager. The group recorded their first studio album under his management. Shortly after that, they released their debut album in 1995 titled "Trampa de Amor" under Elca Productions. However, the album was not a success commercially, only a total of five copies were sold. 
In 1996 they got a new manager, Julio César García after Elvin Polanco developed health issues and couldn’t continue managing them. Julio changed their image and the name of the group from Los Tinellers to Aventura. Anthony was the lead vocals, songwriter, composer, and co-producer; Henry was the lead vocals, composer, and producer; Lenny was the lead guitar, producer and band director; and Max was the bass guitar and rapper of the group. 
After the reform, Adventura signed a record deal with Premium Latin Music, Inc. and made their big hit in 1999, with their major focus on modernizing bachata genre. They began to infuse hip hop and rap, reggae, R&B, as well as rock into their form of Bachata music, creating an interesting and captivating sound that garnered a lot of fans to the music genre. They also used their music to address other themes apart from heartbreak. 
They were an eccentric group. Aventura changed the rules and form of the bachata genre, singing it in English which increased the reach of the music and made it available to both Latin speakers and English speakers. As a result of this, they kept getting recognition is other cities. Fans from cities like Boston and Lancaster were swayed by this unique sound of Bachata which was a combination of traditional and urban singing style. Their 2002 hit song "Obsesión", which featured Judy Santos further popularized their group and made it recognised as a top hit on the international charts of countries like France, Germany and Italy.
That marked the beginning of their international fame. Since then, they have released other international hits like “Su Veneno", "Todavia Me Amas", "El Malo", "Te Invito", and "Por Un Segundo" among others. Their biggest performance was at the Madison Square Garden on September 1, 2007. They sold out the arena and were the first bachata group to do that. They were also the first bachata group to sing at the White House for the 44th President of the United States, Barack Obama in 2009. They were invited to perform their hit single, “Su Veneno”. Perhaps the major record they broke was selling out the Madison Square Garden again in 2010 -but this time for four nights in a roll, and being one of the first Latin groups to surpass American artists such as Madonna and Lady Gaga in ticket sales. 
However, the group took a hiatus in 2011. This made them pursue their music careers individually. Romeo embarked on his solo career and went on to be signed with Sony Music Latin; Henry also pursued his music career as a solo singer; while Max joined his brother Lenny’s record label, Element Music Group where they added a new singer, Steve styles and formed a new bachata group called "D'Element which they later renamed to “Vena”.
All members of Aventura are doing well. Romeo is now 39 years old and a father of two kids, Henry is 41, Lenny is 41, and Max is 39. The group has been reuniting to sing again. In 2014, they reunited for the second night of Romeo’s concert which held at the Yankee Stadium. In February, 2016 they had their first concert which was like a reunion tour that held at the United Palace theatre in New York City. In April 2019, they released their first single, “inmortal” after 10 years. The music was a success, being placed at number 95 on the Billboard Hot 100 and number 5 on the Hot Latin Songs chart. In September 21, 2019, they performed at Romeo's Utopia concert at the MetLife Stadium and sang alongside Cardi B.
Finally, on February 5, 2020, they went on their first US tour after 10 years. Aventura have successfully cemented their place as immortals in Latin music, with their career spanning over 2 decades.
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
